• Accessible parking is available throughout Deerhurst Resort, including at the Pavilion main building.  
 

• The Shuttle Service requires guests to be able to take a large step to enter and is not wheelchair accessible and may be difficult for 
those with limited mobility.  

 

• The facility is Service Animal friendly.  
  

• On the Conference Floor (2nd Level West Wing), we have a quiet room with low lighting, for those who would like to get away from 
the bright lights and loud noises of the conference. 
 

• In our primary workshop rooms: Peninsula Room, Waterhouse 4/5, Waterhouse 1/2/3 and Tom Thomson – we have reserved 
seating (look for signage), for those with mobility, vision, or hearing accommodations.  
 

• Generative AI captions will be available in the primary workshop plenary room (Peninsula) for those with hearing accommodations.  
 

• AMCTO Staff understand and will work to identify ‘Hidden Disability Sunflower Lanyards’ and will provide any additional support as 
needed.
